Work with experienced ASB peace workers to learn locally 
appropriate methodologies/ Learn about the conflicts and issues that local communities 
face/ Gain experience of working with an INGO. 
 
Who can apply? Young people (over 18yrs) with commitment and interest to promote 
peace and social justice in Sri Lanka/ People with an open and non-judgemental 
attitude/ Members or volunteers of organizations in Colombo who work on community-
driven approaches/ Graduates with an interest in peace work/ Working knowledge of 
Tamil and English preferred. 
 
Payments? Internships are voluntary- a small allowance is paid to cover cost of renting 
basic local accommodation and food.  
 
Application process? Internships are of three months duration starting in May 2011. 
Send a motivation letter explaining why you are interested in this internship and 
whether you have a preference for the East or South. Attach your CV (including two 
referees) to the Programme Manager at asbpjp@gmail.com.
